Other dog laws will remain the same in South
Northamptonshire. These include the legal
requirement that all dogs in a public place
wear a collar and tag with the owners name
and address on it.

Fixed penalty notices

South Northamptonshire Council intends to
issue Fixed Penalty Notices to enforce the
proposed Dog Control Orders as prescribed
by Section 59 of the Clean Neighbourhoods
and Environment Act 2005. The payment
would be £75 within fourteen days. Failure to
pay the fixed Penalty Notices within this
period may result in prosecution.

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Consultation on new
laws for dog owners

South Northamptonshire Council is
consulting on whether to adopt new powers
that apply to dog owners. They will require
dog owners to:

* Clear up when a dog has fouled
 Keep dogs on a lead in some areas
» Keep dogs out of some areas

» Put a dog on a lead by direction
